And there are moments 
in which slipping into a character’s viewpoint 
seems to involve the revelation of an emotion  
more powerful and interesting than simple 
fellow feelings . . . There’s simply the honest 
recognition that we need to try to understand 
people, even if we can’t stand them.”

On Golden Pond (1981)
While at their summer home on Golden Pond, 
the Thayer family is forced to renew their bonds 
of love and overcome the generational friction 
that has existed for years. Henry Fonda plays the 
80 year old curmudgeonly, retired professor, who 
has a bickering, but loving relationship with his 
wife played by Katherine Hepburn, and a distant 
and turbulent relationship with their daughter, 
played by Jane Fonda. Winner of numerous 
Academy Awards in 1982, including Best Actor 
(Fonda); Best Actress (Hepburn); Best writing, 
screenplay based on material from another 
medium. Rated PG. 105 min.

The Prime of Miss Jean Brodie (1969)
Maggie Smith plays a Scottish schoolmistress 
who is not always a positive influence on her 
impressionable charges at an all-girls school in 
Edinburgh during the 1930’s. Smith won the 
1969 Academy Award for Best Actress for this 
role. Poignant and funny, it is based upon the 
novel by Muriel Spark. Rated PG. 116 minutes.

Empire Falls (2005)
Adapted by author Richard Russo from his 
Pulitzer Prize winning novel, “Empire Falls” is a 
powerful portrait of blue-collar America, a 
timeless tribute to the inherent decency and good 
humor that sustains working-class people in 
everyday life. Set in a Maine town, the cast 

includes Ed Harris, Helen Hunt, Paul Newman, 
Philip Seymour Hoffman, and Joanne 
Woodward. MPAA rated: TV-14. 195 min.

Young at Heart (2007)
The Young at Heart Chorus is based in 
Northampton, MA. This film traces the final 
weeks of rehearsal of the group, whose average 
age is 81. Many members must overcome ill 
health and the adversities of age to participate. 
The music they perform ranges from James 
Brown to Coldplay – not stereotypical of their 
age group. Hilariously funny and immensely 
moving, this film demonstrates the life-affirming 
power of music. Rated PG for some mild 
language and thematic elements. 108 minutes.
